FLAG TOURNAMENT – Front Nine
 

Keep and complete a regular scorecard (when finished, turn in your scorecards and $3 sweeps money at the Sports Lounge).  Today’s scores will be posted by our handicapper and will count for Eclectic tournament (if playing from Green Tees).
For the flag tournament, you will need to add your stroke scores as you play (suggest you track on an empty line on the scorecard or use table below).  When you reach your target score listed on the flagstick card (par plus your handicap), plant your flag next to the cart path across from where the final shot landed. Do not remove the card attached to the flag.
 

If you plant your flag before finishing 9 holes, keep playing (and scoring) all 9 holes. If you complete Hole 9 and you have not planted your flag yet, continue on to Hole #10, 11, etc., until you reach your target score and plant your flag.
 

Many of you will be planting your flag close to the #9 green, so when you plant your flag, be very specific on location of your ball, and mark it on your flagstick card on Addt’l info line: for example, "bottom of the hill approaching the green" or "in the right bunker", “past the green by 10 feet on right side”, etc. - This additional info will help us to know how to pay for sweeps.  
If your target shot is on a green, measure the distance as best you can (there is no tape) from the hole and note it on your flagstick card. You might write “two putter lengths”, “6 inches”, etc. If it goes in the hole on the last shot allowed (target score), write “in hole” and plant your flag by the cart path by the green.

 

We will collect the flags and determine the winners according to where the flags are planted.
